Second Annoucement
The intensity and frequency of natural disasters have been rising worldwide. How do they affect forest, and what are the measures being implemented or designed to protect and restore forests from the impacts of natural disasters? This conference responds to the need to look at natural disasters from the perspective of forest ecosystem. It will bring forest and natural disaster experts together to share their findings and the latest developments. The scope of the conference will include how the different forms of disasters impact forests, monitoring methods for warning and preventive measures, and post-disaster mitigation.  
You are invited to attend International Conference on the Efforts in Response to Forest-Related Natural Disasters in Beijing, China and to submit a proposal for presenting a session that will add to the conference’s interest and usefulness.

Topics

The conference will discuss forest related geological, atmospheric and biological natural disasters. The presentations will cover forest impacts, monitoring, prevention and mitigation of these natural disasters. The second day of the conference will be divided into three sessions:

1 Geological disasters

1.1 The forecast, ecological control methods and post-disaster mitigation of earthquake-induced disasters such as landslides, avalanches, and debris flow;

1.2 The ecological conservation and development of arid, semi-arid, and desert grasslands;

1.3 Soil erosion ecological restoration;

1.4 Paroxysmal natural disasters, biological measures and ecological engineering.

2 Atmospheric disasters

2.1 The impact of climate change on forests, and the ability of forests to adapt to climate change; 

2.2 The impacts of meteorological disasters such as chilling injury, frost damage and wind disasters and their mitigation measures;

2.3 Forest fire forecasting and early warning, forest fire ecology and forest fire management. 

3 Biological disasters

3.1 The prevention and management of forest invasive alien species;
3.2 Climate change and forest biological disasters;
3.3 Monitoring and early warnings of forest biological disasters;
3.4 Comprehensive management of forest biological disasters.

The average annual temperature is 12.8 centigrade. January is the coldest and July is the warmest month in Beijing region. The total rainfall is 370 mm.. Beijing is a famous hometown of “Beijing ape”. Forbidden city, Great Wall, Ape site of Zhou Kou Dian, Heaven Temple, Summer Palace and Ming Tombs are listed into world culture heritage of the United Nations. Banks usually open at 9:00am and close at 5:00 pm every day of the week. Credit cards such as American Express, Master Card and Visa etc. can be used for payment at hotels and tourist stores.
