Prof. Jiang Youxu, academician of Chinese Academy of Sciences, is a well-known forest scientist. For a long time, Jiang engaged in comprehensive surveys of natural forests, such as Daxinganling Mountain, west Sichuan, north Yunnan, Tianshan Mountain and Artai Mountain. He supervised orientation research about sub-alpine forests in west Sichuan, tropical forests in the Jianfeng Mountains of Hainan, middle sub-tropical fir artificial forests and mao bamboo forests. He also conducted large agricultural surveys in Hainan, research on vertical forestry operation in the Northeast natural forest and biodiversity research in warm temperate zones and torrid zones. With a duality method combining sub-building group stratums and ecospecies groups, Jiang set up a unified forest classification systems under the complex natural and geographic conditions of the country. Jiang also developed a "ring" concept in temperate zones and sub-alpine zones to describe the interrelations between community evolution and development of different formations. He established and directed a long-term orientation research network for the forest ecosystem of China. He also jointly developed a sustainable operation index system for international temperate zones and northern forests, and directed the research about the forest at the national, regional and operational unit levels in China.
Prof. Ding Yihui, academician of Chinese Academy of Engineering, is a well-known meteorologist. Ding began with his research career in 1967 in Institute of Atmospheric Physics, Chinese Academy of Sciences, and went to India to take part in the First International Experiment of Monsoon in 1979. From 1979 to 1981, he worked in Colorado State University and University of Hawaii in USA. After returning to China, he became director of National Oceanic Observatory and deputy director of National Oceanic Environmental Forecast Center, deputy director of Chinese Academy of Meteorological Sciences, and professor and advisor for Ph.D students, director of National Climate Center and co-chair of IPCC Working Group 1. He is now member and officer of Joint Scientific Committee (JSC) of World Climate Research Programme (WCRP), chairman of Scientific Steering Committee for East Asian Monsoon Research of WMO, chairman of Scientific Steering Committee for East Asian Monsoon Research of WMO, and member of Advisory Committee of Climatology Commission of WMO member of Editorial Committee for International Climatology Journal of British Royal Meteorological Society, and standing members of China Meteorological Society and China Oceanic Society. He was a chief scientist in many national key programs in China. He also a noted scientist in the area of atmospheric sciences over the world, with much contribution to many important international programs and activities. Many achievements and results derived from his studies in dynamic of monsoon, disaster weather and climate change have been extensively referenced in professional papers in China and internationally. His 22 papers are published in SCI journals and 33 papers have been referenced in SCI journals 122 times. He has received 17 national-level and ministerial-level awards. Since 2001, he has been appointed special advisor in climate change for CMA. He is still an active scientist in leading area of climate change science.

Dave Cawrse is director of the Forest Management Service Center (FMSC) in Fort Collins, Colorado. Dave graduated with a B.S. in Forest Resource Management with an emphasis in forest biometrics from the Ohio State University in 1977, and then received his M.S. in Forest Economics from Colorado State University. Dave has worked in various parts of the US, including the Lewis and Clark National Forest in Great Falls, Montana; Flathead National Forest in Kalispell, Montana; National Forest of North Carolina in Highlands, North Carolina; Nebraska National Forest in Chadron, Nebraska; and Shoshone National Forest in Cody, Wyoming, before taking his present position in 2006. Some of the positions he has held include operations research analyst, timber management assistant, silviculturist, district ranger, planner, and resource staff officer. He received a Master of Forestry with an emphasis in silviculture from the University of Montana in 1987 while working on sivicultural certification in Region 1.
