· Earthbound disasters such as earthquakes, volcanic eruptions and landslides;
· Atmospheric and water-related disasters such as forest fire, tsunamis, hurricanes, floods and chemical exposure; and
· Forest diseases caused by alien/invasive flora or fauna species, and germs.

In particular, natural disaster and/or forest experts and practitioners from government, international and national agencies, academic institutions, and disaster relief related entities are encouraged to attend.
